Application Procedures





Please submit a cover letter, curriculum vitae, and an official copy of your college of pharmacy transcript. The cover letter and curriculum vitae can be submitted electronically; however the application will not be complete until a transcript is received. Applicants will receive an email from the residency coordinator when their application is complete. 





The curriculum vitae should be current and include:


Present address and zip code; telephone number; Email address


College education, including dates of attendance and degrees with dates received


Work experience within the past five years, including name and address of employer, type of work and dates of employment


Clinical clerkships rotations you have completed


Teaching experience


Service to community


Membership in student and professional organizations (including any offices held)


Include dates of involvement


Separate pharmacy organizations and non pharmacy organizations


Awards or honors received


Publications and projects


States in which you are licensed to practice pharmacy (if applicable)





In addition, submit the names of three individuals, including their professional titles, email address, and telephone number. The residency coordinator will contact these individuals to obtain letters of support for your application.





Qualified candidates will need to be licensed pharmacists with a Doctor of Pharmacy degree or other equivalent advanced pharmacy degree with clinical emphasis by August 1. Iowa licensure is not required. Applicants must be a U.S. citizen by the application deadline. This residency site agrees no person at this site will solicit, accept, or use any ranking related information from any residency applicant. 





Application Deadline: January 11, 2011





Send all application materials to the residency coordinator. Personal interviews are required. All applicants will be notified of their interview status no later than February 8, 2011
